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Post-Chicago 2010 Minireunion Comments 

Target Shooting Report from Colonel Tony Baluga: 
Here's my modified AAR.  That's the Army acronynm for After Action Report. 
 
The hitches:  
1. Twice the attempt to get a 15-passenger van, did not work out.   It was obviously 
much more difficult to find a replacement on the Memorial Day weekend. 
2. Peping Mutuc was given 2 SUVs of 8-passenger cap, which I did not know at the time 
we spoke, otherwise we could have saved some time, as I had to go and be the 2nd 
driver, when I could have just as many passengers on my Toyota Highlander, with the 
3rd row seat down. 
3. The Chicago traffic on Memorial Day weekend was not factored in the plans! 
  
The good: 
1. Only the Mapas and Marina could not make it to the range. 12/15 made it to the 
range despite the hitches. Last time I had just Zinnia and Nabal. 
2. Everybody fired  11 rounds: 6 from a fully loaded .38 Police style S&W revolver.  All 
shot in double action mode (harder), than in single action mode (cock the hammer first -
easier). Double action is what you'll use for self defense, emergency etc. Unlike 
magazine fed pistols, which is all you see now on TV, revolvers have proven to be most 
reliable for self defense: No safties, no ammo jams, no stuck magazine, no bad 
magazines - always ready to go! That's the reason I made my students have to know 
how to fire BOTH. 
3. Everybody got something on paper, except for Cecile, who shot first (she's first in 
alphabetical order) and had the disadvantage of not being able to observe the others.  
Also for lack of time and mainly due to oversight on my part, I did not shoot to show her 
first. That's the reaon I strongly suggested we spend a few minutes at my house to have 
everyboby learn the shooting stance, learn  to sight with a handgun and  have a good 
feel of what it is like to squeeze a trigger (double action).   
4. The hardest to shoot is a revolver in double action mode, but everybody including the 
ladies with the tiniest hands, probably Zinnia, hung in there and fire all 6 rounds! 
5. For a first timer, Bess Mutuc, I found out is not just a gifted singer, but a gifted 
shooter as well.  At 10 yards, she placed at least 2 shots in the heart and 2 in the "family 
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jewels", as Danny likes to call it.  Elenita, got at least one in the right radial 
artery.  Everybody else, could have easily caused a lot of damage.  
6. From now on, when anyone of these  folks say, "Barilin kita 'dyan", they may not 
mean it, but THEY CAN DO IT, SO WATCH OUT! 
  
When you go to your respective home states and you want to continue the sport (pistol, 
rifle or shotgun) you don't even have to buy and keep a gun your house, if that's what 
you're concerned about.  YOU CAN RENT  JUST ABOUT ANYTHING for target 
practice.  Go to any gun store, show them your FOID card, and just like "turo-turo", pick 
the one you want to shoot from the class counter, and blow your frustraion out on a 
paper target!  In Vegas, you can even rent a fully automatic assault rifle, like the M16 or 
AK47! Make sure you first apply and have the the equivalent of an Illinois Firearm 
Owners Identification Card (we call it "FOID" card for short).  You don't have to be a 
OWNER  or know how to shoot to apply for one.  Just apply for one at any gun store or 
currency exchange.  Just like I've said before, target shooting is fun and may be 
habit forming! 
  
Next time we have a similar mini-reunion in Chicago or any city in U.S., just let me know 
if there's anybody interested in having another shooting class.  It's won't be as good as 
we can get it in Chicago, but we can work with whatever is available.  I already had a 
small class in New Jersey last year.   I will be more than happy to continue to share 
the fun in the sport of target shooting, be it just one person, or any number that be 
accomodated at the local range.
